The Institute for the Evolutionary Origins of Human Behavior, Kyoto University (EHUB) is seeking to appoint a suitable candidate to
the position of associate professor.

The EHUB aims to investigate the biological basis of human behavioral traits and their evolution through experimental studies in
nonhuman primates and humans. It also advances biomedical research to solve societal issues related to aging, infection, etc. To
achieve these objectives, we are seeking a highly motivated individual as a principal investigator to promote research that elucidates
the mechanisms of infection and immunity as well as the pathogenesis of human infectious diseases, leading to the development of
preventive and therapeutic measures. In addition, the successful candidate is expected to contribute to the administration of the
Institute. The successful candidate will also be an associate professor in the Department of Primatology and Wildlife Research,
Graduate School of Science, to teach and supervise graduate students.
